SUBJECT: Case 61-09 11904 Coursey Boulevard (Specific proposed use is a restaurant
serving alcohol)

LOCATION This property is located on the south side of Coursey Boulevard to the east of
Parkside Drive on Lot 32, Coursey Village, First Filing. (Council District 8-
Walker)

LAND USE CATEGORY Neighborhood Commercial

PRESENT ZONING R (Rural)

STAFF COMMENTS

1. Existing land use is vacant.
Surrounding land uses are commercial, office and low density residential.
2. Existing zoning is C1 (Light Commercial).

Surrounding zoning is R (Rural), LC2 (Light Commercial Two), C-AB-1 (Commercial
Alcoholic Beverage One) and Al (Single Family Residential).

3. Size of subject property is 0.272 acres. (9,888 sq. ft.)

4. Horizon Plan Statement The proposed rezoning is in Planning District 15. The subject
property is designated Neighborhood Commercial on the “2010 Land Use Plan”. The
proposed rezoning from R (Rural) to C-AB-1 (Commercial Alcoholic Beverage One) is not
consistent with the “2010 Land Use Plan” but is consistent with Goal LU 10: The City-
Parish shall provide opportunity for economic development, Objective LU2.4 Promote the
adaptive reuse of buildings and Goal LU 14 Coordinate land use planning to maintain and
efficiently utilize existing infrastructure.

5. Rezoning Criteria Land use the same as, or similar to, that existing on properties next to,
or across the street from, the site under consideration.

6. Planning Commission Staff Recommendation The proposed rezoning to C-AB-1
(Commercial Alcoholic Beverage One) is not consistent with the “2010 Land Use Plan” but
is consistent with the surrounding land use character. The Planning Commission Staff
recommends to deny amending the “2010 Land Use Plan” from Neighborhood Commercial
to Light Commercial and the rezoning from C1 (Light Commercial) to C-AB-1 (Commercial
Alcoholic Beverage One). To ensure that the building remains small and consistent with
the “2010 Land Use Plan”, the Planning Commission Staff recommends to approve
rezoning the property from C1 (Light Commercial) to NC-AB (Neighborhood Commercial
Alcoholic Beverage).

The Planning Commission recommended approval of Case 24-09 on June 22, 2009 to
rezone a property located on the west side of South Sherwood Forest Boulevard, on a
portion of Tract D-2-3-A-2-A-1 of the O.C. Harrel Tract from LC3 (Light Commercial Three)
to C-AB-1 (Commercial Alcoholic Beverage One). The Metropolitan Council approved Case
24-09 on July 15, 2009.

The Planning Commission unanimously denied Case 99-07 on November 22, 2007, to
rezone the subject from R (Rural) to C-AB-1 (Commercial Alcoholic Beverage One).



The Planning Commission recommended approval of Case 44-05 on June 15, 2005 to
rezone a property located on the west side of South Sherwood Forest Boulevard, Tract D-
2-3-A-2-A-1 of the O.C. Harrel Tract from R (Rural) to LC3 (Light Commercial Three). The
Metropolitan Council approved Case 44-05 on June 22, 2005.
