COSTCO 
Costco is moving into the former Coca-Cola bottling 


facility at the corner of Airline Highway and I-12.  Costco 
has hired traffic engineers to add to the research being 
done by the Baton Rouge Traffic Commission.

Airline Highway and the surrounding area. Layout design 
and specs images for this project are provided.

Independence Park Library 


The Independence Park Library is coming along 
beautifully.

BREC Alcohol Management Plan

approved facilities. Some facilities that are overdue for 
upgrades will be getting a facelift to coincide with 
BREC’s expanded services. Included are the BREC 


Alcohol Management Plan with facilities. 
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mass transit system as well as getting our money’s 
worth out of the recent tax.   


 


Polling Station #133 


Since the fire station that used to be at the corner of 
Lobdell Avenue and Independence Boulevard has 


moved to the corner of Jefferson Highway and 
Goodwood Avenue, polling station #133 will move to 
The BREC Independence Recreation Center. The 


facility is being renovated to house EMS and, 
therefore, cannot accommodate voting. The new 
polling location is virtually on the same corner. You 


can park in the same lot you would normally use. The 
walk will just be to a different building. There will be an 
official from the Registrar of Voters on site to assist 


folks in finding the new polling station. You may view a 
satellite image of the area which shows the new 
location for the new Polling Station #133.

Community Meeting Forums 


Councilwoman Donna Collins-Lewis hosted the first of 
two community meetings focused on the city’s 


proposed purchase of the old Woman’s Hospital facility 
at the corner of Goodwood Boulevard and Airline 
Highway. Close to 70 people congregated at the 


BREC Headquarters to listen to and ask questions of: 
William Daniel, Chief Administrative Officer, Mayor-
President Office; Jim Frey, Special Projects Architect, 


Department of Public Works, and Marsha Hanlon, 
Finance Director, East Baton Rouge Parish. 


The speakers described the plan of due diligence, how 


the facility is to be purchased, the remodeling 
necessary and the final use for this 23 acre centrally 
located facility. Attached you can find the most recent 


memo which includes the diagrams that were 
presented. Relocating the Baton Rouge City Police, 
the Sherriff’s office and EMS to this location is 


financially responsible, it increases public safety and 
decreases response times. Another community 
meeting that will be hosted by Councilman Heck will be 


scheduled as new information on the inspections 
comes to light.

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Recreation and Park Commission for the Parish of East Baton Rouge 
Alcohol Policy 


 
 
PURPOSE 
The purpose of this policy is to establish the rules and regulations regarding the service or sale and 
service, and the associated consumption, of alcoholic beverages in BREC facilities and parks.   It is the 
intention of BREC to provide the citizens of East Baton Rouge Parish the broadest range of opportunities 
to enjoy its facilities and parks while protecting the community and its citizens from abuse and 
disruptive behavior.   To this end, alcoholic beverages are prohibited in all BREC parks and facilities, 
except for “Sites Designated for Conditional Consumption of Alcoholic Beverages” listed below. 


 
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE POLICY & REQUIREMENTS FOR SITES DESIGNATED FOR CONDITIONAL 
CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES 
 


• All sites designated for conditional consumption of alcoholic beverages (see list below), must be 
licensed by the Office of Alcoholic Beverage Control /City of Baton Rouge/Parish of East Baton 
Rouge and the Office of Alcohol and Tobacco Control/State of Louisiana.  


 
• Each site must have a written Alcohol Consumption Compliance and Management Plan, 


approved by the BREC Superintendent, detailing how its staff and facility patrons will adhere to 
all local and state laws and BREC polices as they relate to alcoholic beverages. 


 
• Alcoholic beverages must be consumed on site and no alcoholic beverages will be allowed to 


leave the site. 
 


• All designated sites must use a licensed bartender service to serve alcoholic beverages or the 
site’s staff must be trained and licensed.   Patrons are prohibited from bringing and serving their 
own alcoholic beverages. 
 


• All licensed bartender service providers must possess liquor liability insurance with a minimum 
coverage of $1 million per occurrence and list BREC as an additional insured.   However, the 
Alcohol Consumption Compliance and Management Plan for a specific BREC designated site may 
require additional insurance. 


 
• Food must be served in conjunction with the consumption of alcoholic beverages.   


 
• In the case of events or facility rentals with multi-age attendees, alcoholic beverages must be 


served and consumed in a designated area. 
 


• Alcoholic beverages at Sporting Event and Tournament Sites are allowed only for adult 
tournaments and adult programs. 
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• Each site must provide appropriate security as outlined in its Alcohol Consumption Compliance 
and Management Plan.  


 
 


• New facilities that may be developed and or opened to the public may be added to the list with 
the BREC Commission’s approval.   Sites may also be removed from the list by the BREC 
Commission.

ALCOHOL CONSUMPTION COMPLIANCE AND MANAGEMENT PLAN 
Airline Fairgrounds 


 
Airline Fairground events are events where alcoholic beverages are sold, or supplied as part of general 
admission or other type fee.  Fairground events do not include private parties where no sales are made or fee 
charged, and where the only purpose in applying is to obtain product or services from a wholesale dealer.  No 
approval for the consumption of alcohol will be given to an event targeting youth.  A youth event is defined as 
any event with the majority of participants being under the legal drinking age of 21.  Only sponsors of major 
events approved by BREC are eligible to apply for permission to sell beer and wine at the fairgrounds. 
 
BREC requires at least a (60) day notice on all requests to sell beer and wine.  Approval from BREC to sell beer 
and wine does not guarantee a permit will be granted for the event.  Upon approval from BREC, the LESSEE 
must go before the Metro Council to seek a Special Event Alcohol Permit from the ABC Board.  BREC must 
receive a copy of all licenses obtained from the ABC Board ten (10) days prior to the event.  The LESSEE will be 
provided with names of taxi/limo services for those that may need assistance with a ride home. 


Approval requires the LESSEE, at LESSEE’s expense, to carry a minimum of a $5,000,000 general liability 
insurance policy listing BREC as a third party on said policy.  BREC must receive a copy of the insurance ten (10) 
days prior to the event. 


A maximum of two beers or wine per person may be purchased or served at a time.  Alcohol shall only be 
served in clear plastic containers or cans, 12 oz. maximum size.  No glass containers are allowed. Drink tickets, 
cash bar, or wristbands are tools that the LESSEE may be required by BREC to use to better control the 
distribution of alcohol during a facility rental. 


Underage drinking is strictly prohibited in all BREC facilities and parks.  Age determinations will be the legal 
age as designated by the State of Louisiana.  Patrons consuming alcohol must present an eligible driver’s 
license to the designated alcohol servers.   If an underage guest is found consuming alcohol, the LESSEE will be 
immediately notified as will the on-site security. 


Designated areas for consumption of alcohol will include all areas on the grounds inside the fairground’s 
fences.  Selling of alcohol will take place from predetermined locations within the fairgrounds and approved 
by BREC.  Signs will be posted at fairground exits stating “No alcohol will be allowed beyond this point”. 
Garbage cans will be placed at exit points for the disposal of alcoholic beverages. 


The LESSEE must provide at its own expense adequate police protection for the operation of the activity.  The 
number of officers needed to provide adequate police protection will be based on the nature of the activity 
and number of expected participants and will be determined by the Security Agency.  A signed letter from the 
Sheriff’s Department, City Police Department or other Security Agency stipulating the number of officers 
needed and their commitment to work at this event must be on file with the Recreation Department no later 
than ten (10) days prior to the event.  Security Agencies working the event must have authority to 







search/scan patrons and to make arrests.   If in the event a larger crowd is present than expected, LESSOR has 
the authority to require LESSEE to immediately provide additional security officers.  If additional officers are 
not provided, LESSOR has the right to cancel the event due to insufficient security.  
 
Beer and wine sales will be carefully managed and monitored in accordance with all state and local laws and 
regulations.  BREC and LESSEE will immediately address issues of public intoxication and antisocial behavior. 
Anyone in this condition will be first given a warning and the opportunity to cease the activity. If a person 
appears intoxicated, LESSEE will not sell beer or wine to that patron. If the patron becomes belligerent, local 
law enforcement will be contacted to handle the matter. 
 
Hours of alcohol consumption are as follows:  Monday-Sunday from 8:00am to 10:00pm.  Hours may be varied 
with prior permission from BREC.   
 
In conjunction with the event, tobacco, alcoholic beverage or gambling enterprise advertisements on or off 
the premises, including radio or TV commercials and print media ads are not allowed.  An alcoholic beverage 
sponsorship may not be promoted.  For example, no events such as a “Budweiser presents Baloney and Big 
Trucks” will not be advertised as being sponsored by an alcoholic beverage distributor, tobacco company, or 
gaming venue.

No approval for the consumption of alcohol will be given to individuals or groups for an event targeting youth.  
A youth event is defined as any event with the majority of participants being under the legal drinking age of 
21. 
 
Request for alcohol consumption requires at least a (30) day notice to the Facility Manager.  
 
Approval requires the LESSEE, at LESSEE’s expense, to carry a minimum of a $1,000,000 general liability 
insurance policy listing BREC as a third party on said policy.  BREC must receive a copy of the insurance ten (10) 
days prior to the event. 
 
Outside catering services and LESSEE will be made aware of alcohol policies and confirm in writing they have 
read and understand them.  LESSEE and catering services are responsible to remove anything related to their 
rental (kegs, containers, signs, etc.) upon completion of their event.  All catering services must provide a copy 
of their ABC Alcohol Servers Permit ten (10) days prior to the event and follow all state and local laws.  The 
LESSEE will be provided with names of taxi/limo services for those that may need assistance with a ride home. 


All site staff affiliated with event will receive training on local and state laws regarding alcohol consumption.  


Staff training will include TIPS (Training for Interventions Procedures).  All servers must hold a current ABC 
Alcohol Servers Permit which must include TIPS, hold a current Valid Driver’s License, and pass a criminal 
background check.

Age determinations will be the legal 
age as designated by the State of Louisiana.  Patrons consuming alcohol must present an eligible driver’s 
license to the designated alcohol servers.   If an underage guest is found consuming alcohol, the LESSEE will be 
immediately notified as will the on-site security. 


Designated areas for consumption of alcohol will only include inside the ballroom.  Serving of alcohol will only 
take place within the ballroom.  Signs will be posted at exit doors stating “No alcohol will be allowed beyond 
this point”. Garbage cans will be placed at exit points for the disposal of alcoholic beverages. 


 
The LESSEE must provide at its own expense adequate police protection for the operation of the activity.  The 
number of officers needed to provide adequate police protection will be based on the nature of the activity

BREC must receive a copy of the insurance ten (10) 
days prior to the event. 
 
Outside catering services and LESSEE will be made aware of alcohol policies and confirm in writing they have 
read and understand them.

Upon approval from BREC, the LESSEE 


must go before  the Metro Council  to seek a Special Event Alcohol Permit  from  the ABC Board.   BREC must 


receive a copy of all licenses obtained from the ABC Board ten (10) days prior to the event.  The LESSEE will be 


provided with names of taxi/limo services for those that may need assistance with a ride home.

For example, no events such as a “Budweiser presents Baloney and Big 


Trucks” will not be advertised as being sponsored by an alcoholic beverage distributor, tobacco company, or 


gaming venue.

INFORMATIONAL BACKGROUND 
 
Significant process has been made in compiling the Woman’s Hospital Due Diligence report.  We are now soliciting the help of 
consultants with experience in facility planning projects to help facilitate the process.  Consultants were chosen based on their 
prior inherent knowledge of the hospital complex through past projects. Their experience will provide the City-Parish with the 
best possible knowledge on past construction and systems installed at the complex, which are vital for a complete review of the 
property (see Attachment A). 
 
Initial investigations are promising.  We are in the process of verifying all space requirements for the public safety entities 
proposed to be housed on the site which include the Baton Rouge Police Department, the East Baton Rouge Sheriff’s Office, the 
Baton Rouge Fire Department and Emergency Medical Services.  
 
Should the purchase be successful, the site’s progression from a healthcare complex to a public safety complex would occur in 
two primary stages: 
 


1. Immediate & Short Term Development & Budget • Master Plan Draft (Figure 1) 
a. Demolition and utility continuity with remaining site 
b. Timely relocation of Police and Sheriff into temporary and permanent building and suite locations once 


utilities are secured and minor renovations are complete.

Final Master Plan • Long Term Development & Budget (Figure 2) 
a. Develop long term master plan for Sheriff, Training and Police spaces 
b. Develop permanent office tower H3 renovations 
c. Develop permanent build-out for remaining hospital H2 building 
d. Secure old sites around City-Parish to be vacated for future sale 
e. Develop relocation plan for EMS and Fire from Coursey Blvd site
